> You have short listed 5 main areas and as a group you must decide on the pros and cons
of each location for the whole family. You will present this information to them on a
display.

> The final part of your task is to make the decision about where the family should move
to. You will need to think about why the family would be happy there and the jobs that
the different family members may be able to do. You will each write a report giving
your decision and the reasons for it.

The 5 short listed areas are:

e Sicily - near Syracuse, where the oil industry has developed,
and the surrounding landscape is similar to Aliano.

e Treviglio, a village near Milan in the Industrial Triangle, where
a new bicycle factory has been set up, and farmland is fertile.

¢ The North Italian Plain around Venice

e A village below Mt Vesuvius on fertile volcanic soil, near
Naples, on the west coast, which has many industries.

e The Pantano, a flat area of land in the valley below Aliano
that has been drained for new farmland and where a new
village, Alianello nuovo, has been built in the Messogiorno.
