· Using one or more examples of cities in MEDCs, describe the changes taking place in the CBD (Central Business District).(6)

· There are several different types of subsistence farming (e.g. intensive rice cultivation, shifting cultivation). For one or more types of subsistence farming, describe and explain the problems faced by farmers and any recent changes which have occurred. (8)

· Describe the inputs, processes and outputs for one type of farming in a European Union area that you have studied. You may use a diagram in your answer.(6)

· For an extensive farming system that you have studied, explain the physical and human factors that affect this type of farming.(6)

· Using one or more examples, describe how farming in LEDCs is changing.(6)

· Describe how one or more of these policies have affected farming.

· Describe and explain the distribution of milk production shown in Figure 7.(6)
